The idea of Congestion Pricing began in the past and has not been reconsidered even after the changes provided by the pandemic.   Even the photos used to convince the public of the need for Congestion Pricing are of a vibrant San Francisco in a pre-pandemic economy.  Similarly, City planners are asking the public to endorse their goal of having 8,000 new units being built in San Francisco annually at a time when San Franciscans are leaving  in great numbers.  This false narrative, City planners have of San Francisco, needs to be corrected.  Now, those supporting Congestion Pricing, are adding their voices to this incorrect description.  Those making these claims are visual thinkers and have a unique way of looking at the world.
Visual thinkers may have missed the news today stating that development in San Francisco is in trouble.  Visual thinkers are included in the group of professionals known as planners, architects and traffic engineers for example.  To put it more succinctly, “reading and writing can be a struggle for visual learners.  These right brain-holistic, nonlinear thinkers live in the world of images but reading and writing are all about left-brain words.  Therefore, visual thinkers have to slow down and turn off the right brain and engage the left side to process words, one at a time, logically and sequentially”  It can be done but it is a cumbersome process for a visual thinker.   Is it possible, our planners and traffic engineers are uninformed about the sad state of development in San Francisco by missing the local written news today?  1  
MASS EXODUS FROM SAN FRANCISCO
Now that many of San Francisco’s employers are allowing work from home, San Franciscans are leaving in large numbers to live in homes with more space and for half the price in places like Truckee and Tracy, CA.  Recently, the Los Angeles Times did research on this phenomena and claims San Franciscans are leaving the City at a rate of 650% in the last 9 months of 2020.    To be clear, employers are not allowing workers[image: images.jpeg] to work remotely because they are compassionate or have an abundance of brotherly love but because this is a shrewd financial decision and employers can save a lot of money by allowing workers to work remotely.  Then too, employees are quick to want to save money by buying homes outside of San Francisco where land is cheap.  Also, as  those from the City leave, people replacing them have declined.  Today, this phenomena is happening only in San Francisco.  Therefore, it is the opinion of this author, Congestion Pricing is unnecessary at this time. 2  PARK-LET  DESIGN
Many ideas for park-lets are considered here.  San Francisco should standardize park-lets so that they are not an unattractive distraction.  https://www.pinterest.com/downtownokc/idea-file-parklets/
One of the best-performing options defined so far would include a fee of $10-$12 to drive into the congestion pricing zone during rush hours with a fee exemption for very low-income drivers and a 50% discount for low-income drivers.

Working at home has become commonplace for those that work at Salesforce, Twitter, Yelp and Dropbox and employers say many of their workers can work remotely after the pandemic.  The fact Salesforce allows workers to remotely work at home is important since with 10,000 employees, it is one of the largest private companies in San Francisco.   3  
THE REAL ESTATE MARKET FOR APARTMENTS
Today, expensive apartments are 20% lower than pre-pandemic prices, as an example how bad it is for landlords, Essex Property Trust Inc. has resorted to incentives like providing free rent and $2,000 worth of gift cards to attract tenants.  “Parkmerced, San Francisco's largest apartment complex, with more than 3,200 units, is offering leases with $5 deposits and $5 for monthly parking while waiving fees for pets and applications.  Parkmerced's vacancy rate climbed to 25% last year from 6% in 2019 when $1.56 billion in mortgages were issued for the property, according to information compiled by the loan's trustees.”  That being said, for the first time, apartment rentals for a one bedroom rental unit, climbed in February a modest 1%.  3  
With the exodus of employees from the City, it would seem now is not a good time to go forward with the increased development of Parkmerced, Stonestown, SF State University (SFSU), Treasure Island, Hunter’s Point or the Potrero Point projects.  It should be mentioned, with the increase in building of student housing at SFSU, there will be fewer students renting market rate housing at Parkmerced.  Building unnecessary housing or office/retail space, that languishes for months or years to be purchased or rented, has caused recessions in San Francisco in the past.  Today, San Francisco’s  office vacancy rate has risen from 4% at the beginning of the pandemic to 19.7% at the end of March 2021.  Matching this trend is office occupancy for businesses that remain open.  Kastle Systems, that monitors office workers that enter their places of business with magnetic cards, notes San Francisco’s buildings that they monitor, are at the lowest occupancy rate in the country with only 13.7% of office people working.   4  
WHERE DOES THE TRAFFIC COME FROM?
Referring back to the graph on the page one, we can see the traffic patterns created by drivers coming from Marin County, Oakland and the South Bay represent a fraction of the total traffic in San Francisco.  By far, the greatest amount of traffic coming into downtown comes from the Northwest corner of the City..  Part of this traffic comes from ride share companies, i.e.,Uber and Lyft, with a total of 15%.  Although Uber and Lyft account for 15% of the traffic, they account for 70% of the air pollution, as drivers look around aimlessly for their next fare.  5   Maybe instead of charging a Congestion Pricing fare at peak traffic hours, we should have a place for ride sharing vehicles to wait for their next fare, instead of driving around without direction.  Another possibility is that the City could endorse a voluntary flexible work schedule for those workers that continue to work in San Francisco.  Should a voluntary schedule not be adequate, then a mandatory schedule for workers could be considered.  These two new polices, would be far easier to implement than a Congestion Pricing strategy.[image: SHARP 2021 02 22 (dragged).png]

HOW WILL MOTORISTS PAY FOR CONGESTIVE PRICING?
Today, the plans is to charge motorists for entering Congestive Pricing zones with cameras which will be expensive to install and to operate. Is San Francisco to become a surveillance state similar to China?   Better to use smart phone apps that already monitor our location at half the cost and probably with better accuracy.  6 
DEDICATING LANES TO MUNI, TAXIS AND UBER
Even now, with public transit with fewer commuters than ever before, dedicated traffic lanes are still present, even with many bus routes still closed for regular commuters.  Continuing this policy of mass transit first, when ridership is at an all time low, needs to be reconsidered.
PARK-LETS, A CURSE OR A JEWEL?
One of the new additions to the streets of San Francico during the pandemic has been park-lets, where outdoor eating is allowed in the fresh air.  Ideally, attractive park-lets could make San Francisco more like Paris, France, where stylish outdoor dining is common place.  Unfortunately, many park-let designs look unattractive, cheap or without enough ventilation to make a difference during a pandemic.  Also, park-lets reduce the number of parking stalls provided for vehicles in San Francisco.  Less places to park, increases time spent looking for a parking place, which contributes to traffic congestion.  That being said, unattractive park-lets should be torn down and replaced with attractive ones or return to parking stalls for parking again. 
IN SUMMARY:  THE NEW NORMAL OR THE 80% ECONOMY
The opportunity to have those that used to live in San Francisco work remotely and be with their families longer by not commuting, is a blessing.  We must thank the employers of San Francisco for their vision in allowing this to happen.  The lack of employees commuting to San Francisco has reduced the amount of air pollution provided by vehicles.  This is a very worthwhile improvement in our commuting behavior and employers and San Francisco citizens, should support this new trend.  Now, what San Franciscans need to do is plan for a realistic future, not pretend things are different than they are today or hope for a new tomorrow that may never happen.  We cannot do this with planners and traffic engineers using false data which leads to incorrect conclusions.  In addition, the constant rhetoric of these same people, needs to be revised and improved.  As San Franciscans, we should expect and ask more of our City government.

AMI RESOLUTION URGING THE CITY TO STOP USING HUD’S AMI TO ADJUST RENTS 

Whereas,  San Francisco utilizes an Area Median Income (AMI) figure based on an income average of San Mateo, San Francisco and Marin counties. Due to the high income averages in these three counties, the San Francisco AMI is too high in many geographic areas.  This inflated HUD  AMI causes San Francisco rental units to be overpriced.  The HUD AMI reflects incomes at all levels;

Whereas, the Mayor’s Office of Housing and Community Development (MOHCD) uses HUD’s Area Median Income (AMI) figure to determine rent increases and for other purposes ,e.g. if the AMI goes up 4% from one year to the next year, then the rents of affordable housing units can increase 4%);

Whereas, the AMI is not a reliable indicator of income or other economic changes. The (MOHCD) bases rent increases in part on the larger salary increases of individuals who do  not require affordable housing units; 
 
Whereas, the AMI increased 15% in 2019 and MOHCD had to override its long-standing procedures to  prevent a 15% rent increases on certified low income renters.  The Consumer Price Index (CPI)-based rent board increase was only 0.7%.  The AMI did not change at all in 2005, unlike any other economic indicator.  The AMI went down 4% in 2007 during the Bush recession but erratically went up 9% in  2008 as the recession deepened, unlike other economic indicators.  Low income renters were not given 4% rent decreases in 2007 but were given 9% rent increases during the 2008 recession;
 
Be it Resolved, that the Coalition for San Francisco Neighborhoods (CSFN) urges the City and  MOHCD to stop using the HUD based three county average AMI to determine rent increases and for other housing program purposes;
 
Be Further It Further Resolved,  CSFN is asking the MOHCD to develop  San Francisco’s  AMI(s) based on definable geographic and economic areas.  This will lower San Francisco’s AMI and lower the costs of rental units in San Francisco.

All the bills are not bad bills. I will share a couple that we consider good bills:

SB 15 (Portantino) brings back SB 1299. REWARDS not PUNISHES cities. Gives cities grants for 7 years if they voluntarily rezone idled shopping sites for workforce housing. Repays cities for lost retail taxes. Doesn’t pave over neighborhoods! Strongly Support Portantino’s bill.

ACA 7 (Muratsuchi) – Local Control Amendment – “a city charter provision, or an ordinance or regulation adopted pursuant to a city charter, that regulates the zoning or use of land within the boundaries of the city is deemed to address a municipal affair and prevails over a conflicting state statute, Strongly Support.
