


April 13 CSFN LUTC meeting Agenda and Report
The problems passage of SB9, 10, 35, 330 are causing in SF and what may be done about it.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In 2021 California politicians passed SB9 and SB10 to move single family zoning from the state. Some of the tricks they added to the bills removes public notice or right to comment or oppose the elements of the bills that provide for splitting single family lots in half to sell them off as two separate lost and build up to 2 units on each of the split lots. Not only will this increase the population in these neighborhoods, but, there is no provision to protect backyards and open space or trees or gardens that many people living in these homes enjoy. Scott Wiener claims that back yards are racist and bad for the environment, even though many environmentalists feel that trees and plants cool the cities.
Lawsuits are being filed contesting the legitimacy of SB9 and SB10.

2. SB35 and SB330 projects that have wiped out neighborhoods on the east side of the city and appear to be taking on the west side now. I sent out flyers already on these. 

Projects like 2550 Irving and 2700 Sloat, along with the closing the Great Highway and JFK Drive are uniting the sleeping giant on the Pacific Coast and the citizens are fighting back with a number of protests and legal actions. We understand some of the same experts are working on both sites.

2955 Mission is yet another bad design that threatens to disrupt the neighborhood with controversial elements including shade of solar panels. This sets us up to bring a proposal to the city to protect existing solar panels in SF some other communities in the state are doing. We were told to bring a case to the supervisor's office and now we may have cases to bring. Join us and find out more about this.
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
