Next, we will hear from transportation consultant, Tom Rubin, who will explain what the government is doing with our public transportation systems. Tom spoke last Saturday at the Livable California meeting and we wanted to follow up what he had to say to see how it may apply to some of the issues we are dealing with in San Francisco. As we know, what starts here has a way to migrating to other cities so we anticipate people from other communities may join us.

Once we understand what the issues are, and what our government is doing, we hope to organize a public response. We are told that letter writing, and speaking out in public, and engaging the press is the best way we can effect change. A lot of times lawmakers are on our side, but, they need for us to take some bold actions to give them a reason to take our side. 

We rely on Livable California, Catalysts and other state groups to help us understand the state bills, but, it is up to us to act and encourage others to influence our local supervisors.
