To most sailors and boaters who have spent years or decades on the Bay
sailing, fishing, or taking friends out to discover the beauty of the Bay, the
idea of pulling up to a fuel dock to top up the tanks is an afterthought. It’s
like picking up sandwiches and drinks and making sure you have
sunscreen. It’s no big deal. Or at least it shouldn’t be.

Today, finding a fuel dock on the Bay can be harder than finding an EV
charging station a decade ago. The last remaining fuel dock in San
Francisco has been threatened with removal in the midst of remediation and
redevelopment plans by the San Francisco Rec and Park Department,
which manages the marina. A recent letter being sent to the BCDC from the
San Francisco Harbor Safety Committee is hoping to change that….
